Are people crowding all around?

Am | sending you like lambs into a pack of wolves?
Are we shaking the dust from our feet?

Is it going to rain?

Is everyone trying hard to get in?

Am | suffering terribly in this fire?

Is the sun going down?

Answers - Negative sentences
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Your mother and brothers aren't standing outside.

People aren't crowding all around you.

I'm not sending you like lambs into a pack of wolves.

We aren't shaking the dust from our feet. (or We're not...)
It's not going to rain. (or Itisn't...)

Nobody is trying hard to getin. (or Nobody's trying...)

(With words like "everyone," make the negative by changing
"everyone" to "nobody" or "no one.")

I'm not suffering terribly in this fire.

The sun isn't going down. (or The sun's not...)
